SCIENCE – Animals including humans.


Children will learn about a variety of animals including humans featured in the story- heavy focus on bears and what other animals would be found in Peru. Will look at what Paddington bear would eat in the jungle etc.





DT


The children will plan and make new sandwiches for Paddington and evaluate their designs.


They will look at designing their own Paddington bears.











Geography


The children will look at London in depth and look at the key features of towns, cities etc. 


They will investigate the different countries visited by Paddington and look at climate, clothing and weather.





ART


Children will use a range of mediums to study artists from around Paddington’s travels, study of texture through looking at teddy bears and creating portraits of Paddington. Children will look at still-life drawing.





COMPUTING


Children will create an algorithm linked to their characters and instructions.  





History


Children will look at the history of teddy bears and look at how these have changed. Children will also explore the time that Paddington was set, and how times have changed from then.

Can they answer some questions using different resources, such as books, the internet and atlases?


Can they identify London and Loftus on a map?

Can they name some of the main towns and cities in the United Kingdom?


Can they explain how the weather changes with each season?


Can they explain the main features of a hot and cold place?


Can they begin to explain why they would wear different clothes at different times of the year? 


Can they explain what they might wear if they lived in a very hot or a very cold place?


Can they point out where the equator, North Pole and South Pole are on a globe or atlas?


Can they keep a weather chart? 


Can they answer questions about the weather?

Can they put up to three objects in chronological order?


Can they use words and phrases like: old, new, and a long time ago?


Can they tell me about things that happened when they were little?


Can they recognise that a story that is read to them happened a long time ago?


Do they know that some objects belonged to the past?


Can they ask and answer questions about old and new objects? 


Can they spot old and new things in a picture?


Can they answer questions using an artefact/photograph provided? 


Can they give a plausible explanation about what an object was used for in the past? 














WHAT WOULD PADDINGTON THINK OF LOFTUS? (Y1) 





Understand what algorithms are; how they are implemented as programs on digital devices and that programs execute by following precise and unambiguous instructions.


Can they create a story algorithm?


Can they ‘direct a person bot’ through a simple algorithm?


Can they understand that algorithm is a series of instructions?


Can they use a screen turtle?


Can they understand buttons for commands?
