	1. Identifying pupils with SEND

	:How the school identifies pupils with SEND
· Where a teacher has concerns about a pupil they discuss the specific concerns with the SENDCO.   

· The teacher and SENDCO will then identify any services already working with the child / family and draw on any additional information available to get a full picture of the child’s needs.

· They will look at available data on progress and attainment and at an early stage the class teacher will share concerns with the parents / carers.

· The teacher, SENDCO and Key Stage Lead in consultation with the Headteacher and Learning mentor, where appropriate, will hold learning conversations to adapt teaching sequences to meet the needs of the child and these are identified on provision maps.

What happens once a pupil has been identified
· Progress and attainment and engagement in learning are closely monitored and half termly class provision maps will show progress against agreed targets. At this point an Individual detailed provision map is written and shared with parents if a child needs additional help..

· If the SENDCO deems it necessary to identify additional needs by diagnosis then he will request Educational Psychology assessment (currently bought from north Yorkshire)

· The school will apply for High Needs funding where a child is judged to need provision above that provided by the nominal SEND amount of £6000 and this process takes place each November for the following financial year. This is a local authority (LA) moderated procedure.

	3. Update on the school’s implementation of the SEND system

	How the school is targeting support for pupils with SEN 

· The high needs funding the school receives  pays towards the salaries of two teaching assistants who support these children in school, but the additional funding does not meet the salary costs

·  We have recently submitted an EHC plan and been successful but the associated funding is not adequate to meet the child’s needs. As the parents have named Handale as their preferred choice of school we are therefore obliged to accept the child and are looking into ways of best supporting the child from the funding we have received.

· The SENDCO and SEND governor have begun to meet to discuss SEND across the school.
· Mr. Emmerson is implementing the recommended approach to SEND, that is SEND support should arise from a four- part cycle, known as the graduated approach, through which earlier decisions and actions are revisited, refined and revised, leading to a growing understanding of the pupil's needs and of what supports the pupil in making good progress and securing good outcomes. This is also known as assess, plan, do and review

	5. Staff development

	· Staff have attended two twilight sessions on Autistic Spectrum Disorders (ASD )and managing pupils with ASD in mainstream classrooms.
· Mr. Emmerson has done a training needs audit for SEND and will work closely with Mrs. Skirving to put together a bespoke package of CPD (continuing professional development)
· Mr. Emmerson has begun his SENDCO national accreditation training and has partnered with a SENDCO from KTS (Kiltonthorpe) as his coach / mentor


	6. Work with external agencies

	External specialist support services that work with the school

· Since the massive decrease in Educational Psychology support and the fact that they are only undergoing assessment for Education Health Care Plans the school has found getting support for SEND pupils extremely difficult.

· The school is currently working with an Educational Psychologist (EP) from North Yorkshire, at considerable cost, in order to assess the needs of pupils, especially those new to the school with significant additional needs.

· The expected impact is that we will have up to date accurate assessment of pupils’ needs and be able to apply for additional funding where necessary based on accurate diagnosis of need.
