SCIENCE


Living Things and Habitats - Children will look at different living things and habitats and make comparisons between living things that live under the sea and living things that live on land. Also, we will look at different food chains and see why certain living things are suited to the learning environment in which they live. 


Plants – Children will study what plants we find in our local area and will make comparisons with plants that grow under the sea. 


We will look at different living things, habitats and plants in the local area.








Geography


We will be looking at the route that Christopher Columbus travelled with a focus on continents and oceans. We will compare with Captain Cook and look at the different route he took on his voyages. Children will discuss similarities and differences between the two explorers.


The children will use maps and atlases to locate different places and become confident at talking about different locations across the world. They will look at the different jobs people do in our locality and work together to suggest improvements for the area.








History


Christopher Columbus, Captain Cook and Pirate Blackbeard





All children will be learning about events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally.


The children will be looking at the life of Christopher Columbus, Captain Cook and Blackbeard. They will be placing events in chronological order and creating their own timeline of events.


Children will use rich vocabulary when discussing the past and will make comparisons between different explorers and different pirates. 








DT


Children to create setting models from the book Commotion in the Ocean. They will plan their designs carefully and evaluate when completed.


Art – George Seurat and Georgia O’Keeffe


Children to sketch portraits of ships and plants. Children will look on famous art work and paint in the style of the artist using pointillism. Sketch books will be introduced and used. 
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VOCABULARY LIST


Explorer: An explorer is anyone who travels to places where no one has ever been in order to find out what is there.


Navigator: A navigator is the person whose job is to work out the direction in which the ship should be travelling.


Voyage: A voyage is a journey to a distant place.


Compass: A compass is a tool for finding direction.


Chronological: Chronological is when something is arranged in or according to the order of time.


Territory: A territory is an area of knowledge or interest or a place under the control of someone.


Expedition: An expedition is a journey or excursion undertaken for a specific purpose.


Colony: A colony is a group of people from one country who build a settlement in another territory.


Vessel: A vessel is a craft designed for water transportation.


Crew: A crew is a group of people who operate a ship.


Continent: A continent is a large solid area of land. Continents have different kind of weather, landscapes and population.
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Plants


Can they observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants?


Can they find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy?


Can they describe what plants need to survive and link it to where they are found?








Thinking scientifically


Ask simple questions and recognise that they can be answered in different ways.


Observe closely, using simple equipment.


Identify and classify.


Use their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions.


Gather and record data to help answer questions.


Give a simple reason for their answers.


Make accurate measurements.








Living Things and their Habitats


Can they explore and compare the difference between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive?


Can they identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different animals and plants, and how they depend on each other?


Can they identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats?


Can they describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food?


Can they describe what animals need to survive and link this to their habitat?
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Historical Enquiry


Can they answer questions by using a specific source, such as an information book?


Can they research the life of someone who used to live in their area using the internet and other sources to find out about them?


Can they find out something about the past by talking to an older person?


Can they say at least two ways they can find out about the past, for example using books and the internet?


Can they explain why eye witness accounts may vary?


Can they research about a famous event that happens somewhere else in the world and why it has been happening for sometime?





Knowledge and Interpretation


Can they explain how their local area was different in the past?


Can they give examples of things that are different in their life from that of their grandparents when they were young?


Can they explain why some people in the past acted in the way they did?








Chronological Understanding	


Can they use words and phrases like: before I was born, when I was younger?


Can they use phrases and words like: before, after, past, present, then and now; in their historical learning?


Can they use the words past and present correctly?


Can they sequence a set of objects in chronological order and give reasons for their order?


Can they sequence events about their own life?


Can they sequence events about the life of a famous person?
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Geographical Understanding


Can they name the continents of the world and find them in an atlas?


Can they name the world’s oceans and find them in an atlas?


Can they locate some of the world’s major rivers and mountain ranges?


Can they point out the North, South, East and West associated with maps and compass?


Can they find where they live on a map?


Human Geography


Can they describe some human features of own locality, such as the jobs people do?


Can they describe how and why people spoil the area in which they live?


Can they think how to make an area better?


Can they explain what facilities a town or village might need?


Physical Geography


Can they explain what makes a locality special?


Can they explain some places which are not near the school?
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Design:


Can they design a purposeful, functional, appealing product for themselves and other users based on design criteria?


Make:


Can they select from and use a wide range of materials and components including construction materials, textiles and ingredients, according to their characteristics?

Can they evaluate their ideas and products against design criteria?

Listen & Appraise - begin to recognise styles, ﬁnd the pulse, recognise instruments, listen, and discuss other dimensions of music.  Musical Activities - a new activity is added until Step 4:  


 ● Games - continue to internalise, understand, feel, and know how the dimensions of music work together. Focus on Warm-up Games. Pulse, rhythm, pitch, tempo, dynamics.  


● Singing - continue to sing, learn about singing and vocal health. Continue to learn about working in a group/band/ensemble. 


 ● Playing - Continue to play a classroom instrument in a group/band/ensemble. 


 ● Improvisation - option after Step 3 - continue to explore and create your own responses, melodies and rhythms. 


 ● Composition - option after Step 4 - continue to create your own responses, melodies and rhythms and record them in some way. 


 Perform/Share - Continue to work together in a group/band/ensemble and perform to each other  and an audience. Discuss/respect/improve your work together.
