Summer 1 and 2 – To explore and show understanding of similarities and differences between different religions.





Science


Summer 1 – Animals including humans – Children will explore the skeletons of different animals, in particular animals from cold places. They will explore what they need to survive and how they adapt to different environments.


Summer 2 – States of matter- Children will group materials based on solids, liquids and gasses. They will explore what happens to ice under different temperatures and link this to ice caps melting. They will look at a range of materials that can change state.

Continent			A group of countries


Glacier				A river made of ice


Ice Age				A time when Earth’s temperatures were low and glaciers were formed


Ice Shelf			A sheet of ice that is attached to land, but floats on the ocean


Equator			Imaginary line/circle midway around the Earth


Antarctic Circle			Imaginary line/circle south of the Equator


Southern Hemisphere		Half of the Earth south of the Equator


South Pole			Point where the southern end of the Earth’s axis of rotation meets the Earth’s surface

Physical Geography

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Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.


Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celcius.


Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.


Group and classify a variety of materials according to the impact of temperature on them.
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Can they explore and describe a range of actions?


Can they observe and understand varied examples of religions and worldviews?
