SCIENCE


Animals including humans


Children will research and find out about different animals and their habitats in China. They will know what an animal needs in order to survive and accurately make comparisons between different animals living in different countries. All children will pick an animal to create a fact file about, they will have to consider the size, weight, appearance, habitat and dietary needs when completing.

Geography


China

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VOCABULARY LIST


Country: A nation with its own government and its own borders.


Culture: Culture is a pattern of behaviour shared by a society, or group of people. Many different things make up a society’s culture: food, clothing, language, tools and music.


Comparison: A comparison is where you find out and analyses things that are the same and things which are different.


Population: Population is the whole number of people living in a place.


City: A city is a place where many people live closely together. They offer jobs, schools and more kinds of activities than smaller towns and villages.


Landmark: A landmark holds great importance and it is something that is easy to see and can help a person find the way to a place near it.


Festival: A festival is an organised series of arts and performances.


Celebration: A celebration is when you do something special or enjoyable for an important event or occasion.


Mountain: A mountain is higher and steeper than a hill.


Climate: Climate is the average measurements of temperature, wind, humidity, snow and rain in a place over a period of time.


Reproduce: Reproduce is when a human or an animal have offspring or young.


Survive: If something or someone survives, it continues to live.
