History - Victorians

Children will answer questions by using a specific source, such as an information book or an IPAD. All children will understand what it was like to be a Victorian Child. They will learn about Florence Nightingale and make comparisons with Mary Seacole.

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VOCABULARY LIST


Reign: to be King or Queen of a country and the period during which they occupy the throne


Servant/Maid: a person hired to perform household or personal services


Child Poverty: children that come from poor families or orphans being raised with limited food, clothing, resources


Child Labour: work that deprives children of their childhood often mental, physical and dangerous


Invention: something new, something created by a person or something that people use


Florence Nightingale: a famous British nurse who helped create the modern techniques of nursing


Slate: a thin piece of hard rock material that is used for writing


The Census: a count of people


Chimney Sweep: a person whose job is cleaning out the soot from chimneys


Dormitories: a large bedroom for a number of children


Workhouse: workhouses were where poor people who no job or home lived, they earned their keep by doing jobs in the workhouse


Mangle: a machine with rollers which is used to press large smooth pieces of cloth


Cane: a long, hard, hollow material used to beat children as a punishment
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Changing Materials


Can they explore how the shapes of solid objects can be changed? (squashing, bending, twisting, stretching)


Can they explain how materials are changed by heating and cooling?


Can they find out about people who developed useful materials?


Can they identify and compare the uses of a range of everyday materials?


Can they explain how things move on different surfaces?


Can they tell which materials cannot be changed back after being heated, cooled, bent, stretched or twisted?








Classifying and Grouping Materials:


Can they distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made?


Can they identify and name a range of materials? (wood, plastic, metal, water, rock)


Can they describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials?


Can they compare and classify a variety of materials based on their simple physical properties?


Can they describe the properties of different materials using words like, transparent or opaque?


Can they sort materials into groups and say why they have sorted them in that way?


Can they say which materials are natural and which are manmade?
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Historical Enquiry


Can they answer questions by using a specific source, such as an information book?


Can they research the life of a famous Briton from the past using different resources to help them?


Can they research the life of someone who used to live in their area using the internet and other sources to find out about them?


Can they research about a famous event that happens in Britain and why it has been happening for sometime.


Can they say at least two ways they can find out about the past, for example using books and the internet?








Knowledge and Interpretation


Can they recount the life of someone famous from Britain who lived in the past giving attention to what they did earlier and what they did later?


Can they recount some interesting facts from an historical event?


Can they give examples of things that are different in their life from that of their grandparents when they were young?


Can they explain what is meant by parliament?


Can they explain why Britain has a special history by naming some famous events and some famous people?


Can they give examples of things that are different in their life from that of a long time ago in a specific period of history such as the Victorian times?


Can they explain why their locality is associated with a special historical event?


Can they explain what is meant be democracy and why it is a good thing?








Chronological Understanding	


Can they use words and phrases like: before I was born, when I was younger?


Can they use phrases and words like: before, after, past, present, then and now; in their historical learning?


Can they use a range of appropriate words and phrases to describe the past?


Can they sequence a set of events in chronological order and give reasons for their order?


Can they sequence a set of objects in chronological order and give reasons for their order?


Can they sequence events about their own life?


Can they sequence events about the life of a famous person?


Can they try to work out how long ago an event happened?
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Design:


Can they design a purposeful, functional, appealing product for themselves and other users based on design criteria? (Victorian Toy)

Can they select from and use a wide range of materials and components including construction materials, textiles and ingredients, according to their characteristics?


Evaluate:


Can they evaluate their ideas and products against design criteria?


Technical Knowledge:


Can they explore and use mechanisms, such as levers, siders, wheels and axles, in their products?

Can they use a viewfinder to focus on a specific part of an artefact before drawing it?
