History - the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain


Children will develop their chronological understanding by placing the Roman period on a timeline and also the key Roman events in chronological order. They will develop their knowledge of the spread of the Roman Empire, the Roman invasion of Britain, Roman soldiers and army, Roman inventions and technology and the impact they have had on our lives today, Roman leisure, life and culture. They will experience a range of pictures, artefacts, primary and secondary sources to find out information for themselves where ever possible. 


                   





Geography


 Children will carry out map work, looking at the spread of the Roman Empire. They will learn the names and locations of well-known European countries. They will look at where Italy is situated and consider why the Mediterranean is a popular holiday destination. Children will compare Roman towns to villages, towns and cities found today. They will consider why people live in each of these places. Children will explore the human features of Roman York and compare to the human features found there  today. Why do human features change? They will also look at the human features of Loftus in the past and consider how and why they have changed today.

Forces and Magnets


Can they compare how things move on different surfaces?
