Art : Charcoal, chalk and pencil drawings: Children will develop their sketching techniques. They will explore how to create texture when drawing with pencil and use this to make observational sketches when they visit St Leonards Church. Children will learn the techniques associated with charcoal and use it to create observational drawings of St Leonards church. Children will explore how colour changes the mood of a picture. They will make sketches of angels in their sketch book before deciding on a final design to create using white chalk and another with charcoal and discuss the different effects. Opportunities to also create artwork based around the traditional tale from English.


Sculpture: Children will create a 3d piece of artwork inspired by a bible story. Artist: Pablo Picasso for inspiration and study of form.
